(V) The promulgation of or amendment in any law, rule or regulation or the issue
of any injunction, court order or direction from any Governmental Authority
that prevents or restricts a party from complying with any or all the terms and
conditions as agreed in this Agreement.
(vi) Any event or circumstances analogous to the foregoing.

II.  Itisagreed between the parties that the performance of obligations under this contract is subject to
Force Majeure condition which shall mean any event or combination of events or circumstances
beyond the control of the parties hereto.

III.  Neither party will be liable for performance delays or for nonperformance due to causes beyond its
reasonable control, except for payment obligations.

During the continuance of the Force Majeure, JILA LAGHU VANOPAJ UNION, DEWAS
reserves the right to alter or vary the terms and conditions of this e-Auction or if the circumstances
so warrant, the JILA LAGHU VANOPAJ UNION, DEWAS may also suspend the deal for such
period as is considered expedient, Buyers agree and consent that they shall have no right to raise
any claim, compensation of any nature whatsoever for or with regard to such suspension.
